What We Learned
1. Earthly worship is a shadow/copy that points to the heavenly 

reality

2. New Covenant writes the same Torah on hearts

3. Heavenly priesthood of Messiah doesn’t slander earthly 
patterns

4. Sacrifices had true but limited efficacy

5. “Spirit vs letter” deepens obedience, it doesn’t annul it.

6. Our “altar” is heavenly; our continual sacrifices = praise, mercy, 
generosity.

7. Perseverance, holiness, and discipline are non-negotiable.

8. Be ready to bear reproach; our hope is New Jerusalem.
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
