Broad Types of Texts

* Aggada: Teachings based in story
* Halacha: Jewish law, like the Mishnah and the Tosefta

* Wisdom literature: Aphorisms, proverbs, sayings, moral
guidance, and principles for life.

* Apocalyptic literature: Narrative texts that take a
pessimistic view of the present age and foretell of
Imminent cataclysmic events.
